The Holy Protection of the Mother of God, October 1 
On October 1, 911, during the reign of emperor Leo the 

Wise, there was an all-night vigil in the Blachernae church 

of the Theotokos in Constantinople. Standing near the rear 

of the church was St. Andrew the Fool for Christ, and his 

disciple Epiphanius. At four o'clock in the morning, the 

Theotokos appeared above the people with a veil spread 

over her outstretched hands, as if to protect them. She was 

surrounded by angels and saints. Seeing this, Andrew 

asked his disciple, “Do you see the Queen and Lady of all is praying for the whole world?” 

 

Protected by your appearance, O Mother of God; today, we devout people solemnly 

celebrate. Gazing up on your most pure icon, we fervently say: Protect us with your holy 

veil, and deliver us from all evil imploring your Son, Christ our God, to save our souls.

Follow Christ and He will astonish you with blessings!  

After toiling the whole night Simon and his companions caught nothing. But in the name of 

Christ they let down the net and immediately it was full of fish. … Many have taken part 

with the holy apostles in their labors, and still do, especially those who inquire into the 

meaning of what is written in the holy Gospels. For the net is still being drawn, while Christ 

fills it, and calls to conversion those who, according to the Scripture phrase, are in the depths 

of the sea (that is to say, those who live in the surge and waves of worldly things).  
(St. Clement of Alexandria) 

 

Fifteenth Sunday after Pentecost  
He said to Simon, “Put out into the deep and let down 

your nets for a catch.” And Simon answered, “Master, 

we toiled all night and took nothing! But at your word I 

will let down the nets.”  

In today’s Gospel reading we are told of one of the 

miracles of Christ. That miracle is a great haul of fish. 

The Gospel starts with a scene of fishermen washing 

their nets. We learn that one of the fishermen is Peter. 

Our Lord tells Peter to take Him out in one of the boats 

for a catch of fish. Peter explains his doubt because they 

were fishing all night and caught nothing. However, 

Peter follows the Lord’s command. When Peter drops his net at the Lord’s command, it is 

filled to the breaking point. Peter’s response to this miracle is to ask the Lord to depart from 

him because he is a sinful man. Our Lord’s response is that from now on, Peter and his 

partners, James and John, will catch men instead of fish.  

God performs miracles to remind us that He is watchful over the world, that God governs 

the world and orders it. Thus, what may seem to be the natural order of things in the minds 

of people is disturbed by the action of God. God is the creator and order of the world. As 

our Lord says, “With men this is impossible; but with God all things are possible” (Matthew 

19:26). Miracles also remind us that without God they can do nothing. Saint Paul reminds 

us of this when he says, “I have planted, Apollos watered; but God gave the increase. So 

then neither is he that plants anything, neither he that waters; but God that gives the 

increase” (I Corinthians 3:6-7).  

There is a proverb that is similar to this that says, “Men propose, but God disposes.” We 

often have many desires in our hearts and minds. We plan many things. Many of these plans 

remain as unrealized ideas. Other plans get put into action, ending in failure, while still other 

plans are put into action, ending in success. These plans are those that were adopted by God.  

The plans that are adopted by God are His, are like Him, and come from Him. All that is 

not from God, like God, and are not God’s, are rejected by God. We are reminded of this in 

the Psalms, where it says, “Except the Lord build the house, they labor in vain that build it” 

(Psalms 127:1). If we plan or build something in our own name, it will fail; but if we plan 

and build to honor God, it will be successful.
